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HEALTH & SAFETY GUIDANCE NOTES FOR USE BY COMPETITORS AND ENTRANTS

STORAGE & USE OF PETROLEUM SPIRIT

All petroleum spirit must be stored in metal containers complying
with the relevant British Standard, away from any source of
ignition.

All containers must be indelibly marked - "Petroleum Spirit - Highly
Flammable".

All empty containers must be removed from the venue after the
event.

Petrol is to be used as fuel only and not for any other purpose.

All vehicle refuelling is to take place in the open air. A no smoking
ban must be enforced by the person in charge of the refuelling
process.

Your attention is drawn to the Petroleum (Consolidation) Act 1928
and the Petroleum Spirit (Motor Vehicles) Regulations 1929.
Competitors and Entrants are reminded that fuel is available for
sale at the circuit. As such it is unnecessary for competitors to
carry large quantities of fuel inside vehicles.

HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCES

Some vehicle parts, for example brake and clutch linings, contain
asbestos. Entrants are encouraged to use non-asbestos substitutes
wherever possible. Where asbestos is used, every effort should be
used to prevent asbestos dust getting into the air.

Some mineral oils may cause skin cancer. Prolonged contact should
therefore be avoided wherever possible. Where contact does occur
any contamination should be washed off immediately. The wearing
of contaminated clothing (including overalls) should also be
avoided.

Various other substances may cause disease or ill health even after
very short exposures. Manufacturers and suppliers of such
substances are obliged to provide customers with information about
the possible harmful effects of their products upon request.

Where any person is at work, the requirements of the Control of
Substances Hazardous to Health (COSHH) Regulations 1988, must be
complied with.

The Championship Regulations must always be complied with when
selecting vehicle parts.

ELECTRICAL SAFETY

All electrical equipment must be maintained in a safe condition.
Extension leads and cables should be flexible and not of semi-rigid
cable of the type used for household wiring. Neoprene covered
cable will resist damage by oil.

All electrical equipment to be used externally should be weather
proof.

Hand tools should preferably be of the "double insulated" or "all
insulated" type, as these provide valuable protection against
electric shock.

Electrical equipment and hand tools should not be used in areas
where flammable vapours may be present, for example where fuel
is being stored or refuelling is taking place.

Where any person is at work the requirements of the Electricity at
Work Regulations 1989 must be complied with.

FIRE PRECAUTIONS

Smoking is prohibited in all pit garages and in the pit lane.

All potential sources of ignition should be kept away from
petroleum spirit and vapours

The lighting of barbecues is prohibited in the paddock and pits
area.

All teams should carry a suitable fire extinguisher in accordance
with the MSA regulations.

Fire extinguishers should not be removed from fire points unless
they are being used on a fire.

All fires must be reported immediately to an official or member of
the venue management.

Teams are encouraged to train their members in the correct use of
fire extinguishers.

All fire notices and orders to evacuate must be complied with.
COMPRESSED GAS EQUIPMENT

Air blasts from the over inflation of tyres can cause injury. Tyres
should therefore not be inflated to pressures above the
manufacturer’s recommendations.

All airlines should be in good condition and be inspected regularly.
Always stand clear when inflating tyres.

Any form of horseplay involving compressed air or gas is prohibited.
Compressed gas cylinders should be stored in accordance with the
relevant working practices.

Where any person is at work the requirements of the Pressure
Systems and Transportable Gas Containers Regulations 1989 must
be complied with.

JACKS AND AXLE STANDS

Vehicles should only be raised on jacks which are in good condition
and rated to lift the vehicle weight safely.

Jack vehicles only on level, undamaged floors.

Use the handbrake and/or chocks to stop the vehicle moving.

Jacks should only be used for lifting the vehicle. Axle stands should
always be used to support the vehicle weight.

Vehicle engines should not be run whilst the weight of the vehicle is
supported by axle stands.

GENERAL WORKING PRACTICES.

All working areas should be kept clean and tidy, and any waste
should be removed regularly and placed in the containers provided.
All spillages should be cleaned up immediately.

Trailing wires and hoses should not be allowed to create a trip
hazard.

Airlines / electrical cables must not be run across circuit roadways
/ pathways.

Whenever vehicle engines are being run, adequate ventilation
should be ensured.

All safety notices must be complied with.

Any person carrying out any work must ensure that they adopt safe
working practices at all times and comply with any relevant
statutory provision and/or published guidance.

Children under the age of 16 are not allowed in the pits or pit lane,
except in the designated spectator enclosure.

NOISE

Exposure to excessive noise may result in hearing loss or other
complaints. These may be short term or, after repeated exposure,
permanent.

All persons should avoid being exposed to excessive noise and,
where this is unavoidable, they should wear ear plugs or defenders
to the appropriate British Standards.

Where any person is at work, the requirements of the Noise at Work
Regulations 1989 must be complied with.

MANUAL HANDLING OF LOADS

Lifting, carrying and propelling loads by bodily force is a major
cause of injuries. All teams are encouraged to train their members
in safe manual handling techniques.

Where any person is at work, the requirements of the Manual
Handling of Loads Regulations 1992 must be complied with.

WASTE

All waste oil must be placed in containers marked "Waste Oil".
Waste tyres and empty petrol/oil containers should not be left at
the venue.

Teams and competitors are urged to take any other form of waste
with them when they leave the venue, or to place it in the refuse
containers provided.

Your attention is drawn to the requirements of the Environmental
Protection Act 1990.

VEHICLE SAFETY

A 10 mph speed limit is in force in all public areas including
paddocks and service roads. This applies to all vehicles including
mopeds and motorcycles, with the exception of emergency vehicles
attending an incident.

Persons riding mopeds and motorcycles up to 125cc must have a
current UK provisional driving licence or its international
equivalent.

Persons riding motorcycles over 125cc must have a current full UK
motorcycle licence or its International equivalent.

Motorcycles should not be ridden in spectator areas.

All vehicles must at all times keep to the marked roads when
moving round the venue.

FIRST AID

Any person sustaining an injury or feeling unwell should seek
treatment from the on site emergency services.

To call the first aid or emergency services contact any official or
member of the venue management.

PUBLIC SAFETY

Competitors and Entrants should be aware that the paddock may be
open to the public and should act in a manner so as not to put
either themselves or any other person at risk from injury.
Competitors and Entrants should exercise particular caution when
the paddock is busy and during pits and track walkabouts.
REPORTING OF ACCIDENTS AND INCIDENTS.

All accidents where any person sustains injury, or where damage to
property occurs, must be reported immediately to an official or a
member of the venue management.

MSA REGULATIONS

Competitors and Entrants are reminded of their obligations to
comply with the requirements of the appropriate sporting
regulations at all times and these Guidance Notes should be read in
conjunction with all other relevant regulations.

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750 Motor Club Race Meeting Standing Regulations

These Standing Regulations and the
individual race meeting Entry Form and the
Final Instructions issued will form the
Supplementary Regulations for all 750
Motor Club Race Meetings. Drivers should
acquaint themselves with these general
standing regulations and be aware that
they will not be re-published for each race
meeting but will be referred to in Final
Instructions.

Passes: 4 personnel passes (plus 2 vehicle
passes if needed at the circuit) will be
issued to each competitor. These passes
are for the use of the competitor and will
be required to gain access to the circuit.
Passes issued to the 750 Motor Club by
the circuits are for the use of
competitors and officials only.
Competitors requiring additional passes
should contact the circuit.

General Safety Regulations: No animals
are permitted within the circuit grounds.
Motorcycles, bikes or any other wheeled
‘means of transport’ must not be ridden
within the paddock by under 16's. With
the exception of those signed on for the
event, no under 16's are allowed within
any restricted area, which includes pits,
assembly area, startline, and any other
area carrying the warning signs. Vehicles
should not be driven within the paddock,
pitlane, assembly area and any
connecting roads, in excess of 10 mph.

Driver Signing On: Drivers should sign on
in Race Admin about 15 minutes before
their scrutineering session, the time of
which will be detailed in the Final
Instructions. MSA Race Licence, Club
Membership card (and MoT where
applicable) should be presented. All
licences must be signed. Failure to
present a current licence will incur a fine
of £55 payable to the MSA. Black racing
numbers (not backgrounds) will be for
sale.

Scrutineering: Cars should be presented
at Scrutineering Bay at the time detailed
in the Final Instructions. Race helmet
and overalls should be presented at the
same time. Cars should be in ‘race
prepared’ condition (eg with racing
numbers, class stickers, 750 Motor Club
and championship sponsor decals
attached). Cars presented excessively
early will be turned away.

First time Drivers Briefings: Any driver
who has not raced at a circuit before
must attend a Drivers Briefing PRIOR to
going out to practice. The time and
place of these will be detailed in Final
Instructions. Failure to attend could
result in a fine of up to £145 and/or
exclusion from the meeting.

General Drivers’ Briefings: Any drivers
briefing (in addition to the pre-practice
one for first time drivers) will be
announced over the tannoy and will be
compulsory. Failure to attend could
result in a fine of £145 and/or exclusion
from the meeting.

Practice Sessions: Cars and drivers for
the first practice session should go to the
Assembly Area about 10 - 15 minutes
prior to the time scheduled in the Final
Instructions, or when called for on the
tannoy. Following sessions should go to
Assembly Area when the practice session
prior to theirs has started, or when
called for on the tannoy. Scrutineering
passes must be displayed on all vehicles.
Practice sessions cannot be delayed for
drivers late in attending.

Race Grid Assembly & Start Procedures:
When called for on the tannoy, drivers
should take their cars to the Assembly
Area where they will be arranged in grid
order. Immediately following the end of
the preceding race (or about 15 minutes
before the start of racing for the first
race), cars will be released from
Assembly Area in grid order and will
proceed to (or if appropriate, follow a
Course Car round to) the grid where they
will be arranged in correct grid positions.
This procedure will be made easier if all
drivers make themselves aware of on
which side of the track and on what row
they should be. Once in their correct
position, drivers should take note of their
surroundings and the track markings etc
in order that they can re-position
themselves with the minimum of delay
following (if applicable) any green flag
lap. Unless instructed to the contrary,
engines may be switched off on the grid
and one pit-crew may remain with the
car to assist in starting.

Start Procedure - for those with a green
flag lap: A “two minute’ board will be
shown on the startline; engines should be
started at this stage and the grid cleared
of any pit crew. A ‘one minute’ board
will be shown, followed by a 30 second’
board; a green flag will be waved from
the start to commence the warming up
lap. The pole position driver should set a
reasonable pace during this lap and slow
down on approaching the startline to
allow the grid to close up. Drivers should
resume their correct grid positions with
the minimum of delay. A ‘5 second’
board will be displayed when the grid is
stationary. Approximately 5 seconds after
this board is withdrawn the red lights will
be switched on; after between 2 seconds
and 7 seconds they will be switched off
to start the race. In the event of the
failure of these lights a National Flag will
be used to start the race.

Start Procedure - for those without a
green flag lap: A ‘two minute’ board will
be shown on the startline; engines should
be started at this stage and the grid
cleared of any pit crew. A ‘one minute’
board will be shown, followed by a ‘30
second’ board; a ‘5 second’ board will be
displayed; approximately 5 seconds after
this board is withdrawn the red lights will
be switched on; after between 2 seconds
and 7 seconds they will be switched off
to start the race. In the event of the
failure of these lights a National Flag will
be used to start the race.

Finish Procedure: After the chequered
flag is shown on the finish line cars will
leave the circuit via the exit road to the
paddock or parc fermé as instructed.
Outright winners should stop, where
instructed, to collect their laurels &
award. All other awards are to be
collected from Race Admin office, with
race result sheets.

Noise Levels: Competitors are reminded
that noise meter readings will be taken
at any time during the event (including
practice). Any vehicle exceeding the
limits set by the MSA Blue Book section J
Chart 5.18 cannot take part in the event.

Judges of Fact: These will be the Chief
Timekeeper, Chief Scrutineer, Observers,
and Driving Standard Observers signed on
for the race meeting.

Paddock Parking: Competitors must park
in the area outlined on the plan enclosed
with the Final Instructions - this assists if
it is necessary to locate a driver during
the meeting.

Overnight Camping: Competitors wishing
to camp on the preceding night should
not enter the paddock until any event
taking place has ceased (ie at least
6.00pm). If you arrive late, please be
quiet. Cars should not be unloaded,
generators be run or excess noise be
made after 10.30pm. Failure to comply
could result in the competitor being
excluded from the event - remember
that the competitor is responsible and
liable for the behaviour of any person
associated with him/her (eg mechanic).

Do not damage the surface of the
paddock or any buildings or other circuit
property - you will be excluded from the
meeting and the circuit owners may take
action to reclaim damages.
