Defending champion Brian
Mitcham, who started racing in the 1960s, squares up against 2004
runner-up Brendan Dudley and a fresh crop of title aspirants.

The absence of last year’s protagonists Tim Harmer and Andy
Charsley leaves the four MDS Battery RGB Championship races wide
open. Darcy Smith and Jonathan Wright should star in mid-engined
Radical SR4s, with Mark Falco’s ADR Sport 2 and Gordon Griffin’s
Mission possible interlopers. Of the more conventional cars, 2003
Locost champion Tim Gray’s Stuart Taylor Phoenix and series sponsor
Mike Field’s Fisher Fury will be quick.

Paul Lawrence’s fast but fragile single-seater - which broke its crank
in last October’s Birkett Six Hour Relay season-closer - is the Austin
Seven Triple Challenge favourite, but don’t discount stalwarts Reg
Nice and John Skeavington. Frank Tiedeman is also out, in the Ulster
